Summary

Modern society distinguishes everything childish on the level of space, things,
games, art, literature, and even colors. Today, we know not only which colors are
babyish, but also which are more suitable for a boy, and which are for girls. Such
elements of the childhood image, at first glance, seem to be universal and natural.
However, they are socially constructed, even such as infinite maternal love for
their children, adultery for infants, remembering childhood in pastoral tones, etc.

Despite the discussion of the details, there is no doubt that contemporary
childhood is a construct of the modern age. Fundamental changes in its existence
in European society happened in the last third of the eighteenth century. A classic
example is France, where at that time the idea that “nation” required the repro-
duction of the population developed. In the end, the emergence of demography as
a science contributed to the emergence of new economic, philosophical and so-
cio-political views on the family. In their turn, they formed a request for intensive
care of children, for the expansion of which the state decides to use educational
ideas. In view of this, there is a discourse of mediators between state demographic
interests and the population. The main of such intermediaries was Jean-Jacques
Rousseau with his concept of childhood, presented in the novel “Emile”. This work
can be considered a symbol of change, including how the “real situation” lags be-
hind the educational rhetoric. This gap was especially typical of the Russian Em-
pire of the nineteenth century, what is witnessed by the deconstruction of the
works of contemporary literary classics and its comparison with the historical
context. But already changes took place, and the old model of childhood gradually
disappeared.

It happened so that for the history of Ukraine, the Enlightenment is primarily
associated with the incorporation into the Russian Empire, the unification of life
of the previously autonomous territories by imperial model, and modernization.
It is possible to argue for a long time about the success of such initiatives in the
XVIII century, but their (non)interference into the family life can serve as a mea-
sure of success and depth of a change. That is why childhood as a social life mark-
er is interesting in the context of studying the history of the Hetman State. The
children, who made up a significant part of the contemporary society, remained
“silent minority” not only on the pages of sources but also in the writings of the
researchers, since the latter studying of the Cossack period mainly from the point
of view of military history, biographical studies, political and economic transfor-
mations, and social stratification.
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It should be noted that “childish” in one or another form may be available in
the above-mentioned spheres as, for example, by studying, for example, military
conflicts, one can consider the death of children or the participation of adoles-
cents in military formations. At the same time, we cannot write purely “child”
history of the Hetman State, and the thing is not only in the absence of the nec-
essary sources. Just as researchers of death say about the actions of living people,
historians of pre-modern childhood concentrate primarily on the results of the
actions and ideas of adults. It is natural for a society that did not discard child
culture from the adult world. However, for the society of the Hetman State with
his patriarchal attitude and relationship of obedience and subordination, the child
was distinguished by the fact that it needed care. It automatically attracted the
object of care to the hierarchy of relations, made a supervised guardian. In this
context, the child appears to be a passive subject, so this book will say a lot about
adults as “trustees” and creators of ideas about the nature of the child.

The structure of this book is formed in such a way as to focus on the basic
components of the childhood existence in a traditional Christian society: birth,
baptism, mature and death. They are supplemented with plots, such as procre-
ation and infertility, marginalization and the placement of children. I tried to
investigate these aspects in terms of representations, practices and demographic
“realities” reflected in various sources — from church records to litigation and let-
ters. Thus, an attempt was made to link serial history with the analysis of incidents
and to combine the approach of historical demography (with its inclination to
natural discourse and the reflection of “reality”) and history (with its analysis of
rhetoric and ideas).

Where it succeeded, I tried to direct the focus of research to the common
people, or representatives of the so-called popular (folk) culture, which is charac-
terized by the oral transmission of knowledge and “national devotion”. This focus
was not followed everywhere, because the main creators of the written sources of
the Hetman State were the bearers of the “learned culture” (“literatus”, literate),
and because of the desire to look at the interaction between “high” and “low” in
the formation of ideas about childhood.

Speaking of chronological boundaries, I must explain why I focus my atten-
tion precisely in the XVIII century. At this time, the Hetman State, as an auton-
omous territory within the Russian Empire, formed ten left-bank regiments. Its
territory, despite the local inclusion of the communities of Greeks, Old Believers,
Russian military, etc., had a fairly ethnically and confession homogeneous popu-
lation. Such compactness and homogeneity are extremely important for the study
of childhood from practically zero. Deep immersion in the second half of the
seventeenth century is also hindered by the lack of accounting sources, which are
very valuable to my research and, in fact, introduce a child in the field of view of
the historian. At the same time, the book uses materials from the seventeenth and
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early nineteenth centuries, and the childhood perspectives are considered in a
wider European context.

I note that questions that I put to my sources have not exhausted all possible
answers, especially since they were not addressed to all possible “interlocutors”. In
particular, the relevant professional studies of church historians and early mod-
ern intellectual thought would be very useful for the further development of the
topic. After all, ideas of the society of the Hetman State about the nature of the
childhood were based primarily on the relevant norms of the Christian doctrine.
The scholarly church culture operated a specific set of markers to designate the
various stages of childhood and maturity. It is important that these stages were
expressed in specific age values that were similar to the norms of the “old” Polish
legislation used in the Hetman State of the eighteenth century. Such a similarity is
due to their common roots that sprout from the norms of Roman law and the nu-
merology of the Scriptures. Another thing is that “written” age-old periodization
sets (sometimes quite slender, sometimes very inconsistent) were poorly consis-
tent with the views of the common people, with their indifference to knowledge
of their own age and exact dates. In this sense, the main point of contact between
church dogma and folk piety is the vision of a seven-year age as the most import-
ant “water-shed” in the development of the child. This is a symbolic limit, and, in
practice, there should have been many of such “steps”. However, focusing precisely
on the age of seven, I want to emphasize the importance of the role of the church
in shaping the ambivalent attitude towards the child, depending on its age, in par-
ticular, its perception from some time as a “little adult”.

This ambivalence seems to be most prevalent in relation to the attitude to-
wards death. In accordance with the biological realities of the time, the death of
infants was more frequent and more commonplace than of adults. Of the ten bap-
tized children, only four survived until the age of five, and some part of the new-
borns died without baptism. The last category of children was quite numerous, but
it still should be investigated if their society saw them as belonging to the Chris-
tian community, and how they depicted their posthumous destiny in the light of
national devotion. After all, the Orthodox dogmas somehow vaguely spoke about
a “special place” outside hell and paradise. The infants died so massively that their
death was not a tragedy for society, and it was perceived indifferently. Instead, at
the individual level, we can trace the expressions of emotions, worries, the desire
to avoid the death of descendants, hope for miraculous healing or resurrection.
Therefore, the individual perception of childhood death was not indifferent, but
ambivalent, it was determined primarily by the age of the child, the circumstances
of restoration, etc.

High childhood mortality could be compensated by an even greater birth
rate. The population gradually increased, but according to the resources and fea-
tures of the family economy. Accordingly, a typical family in the Hetman State,
in addition to the mother and father, had 2-3 children under the age of 14, but
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not 5-10 year-olds, as we are told by modern stereotypes and ethnographic intel-
ligence. The child was desirable; besides, the society of the Hetman State did not
use contraception, but fertility reduced the age of marriage (significantly higher
than the beginning of puberty), lactation, and death in childbirth. These constant
factors were added periodic ones (epidemics, famine, outbreaks of illness). In the
long run, this did not cross out the population growth, but made it impossible to
demographic explosion.

The older the child was, the more noticed and appreciated it was by adults.
This was also facilitated by the fact that the little child was a long time under the
care of somewhat older relatives or elderly people, it was an “obscure creature”, did
not know how to speak, had different proportions of body and posture. It seems
that the attention to the youngest children was the strongest immediately after
their birth, in the context of the relevant rituals, in particular baptism. The latter
was accompanied by a set of actions that introduced the child to the Christian
society, and also gave parents the opportunity to establish or expand social ties.
Here, the baby became a “cause” for implementing adult strategies, which, in fact,
could only touch the infant formally.

As the child grew more and more into the adult world, its body acquired the
“right” proportions, the language was made clear, it became noticeable, began to
benefit, and caused more emotions and feelings, including love and affection. The
fact that a child of a certain age was regarded as a “little adult” does not overlook
the long path of its socialization, which could be delayed much longer than the
formal limits defined by law. This is the so-called “postponed adulthood” that
ended in a patriarchal world with marriage, the birth of children, or the acquisi-
tion of economic independence. The underlying element of such a socialization
was labor. Changing the nature of the performed work, gender specialization, the
nature and size of the fees themselves were important markers of maturation. In
addition to physical growth, the child received the necessary skills, established the
needed connections, and joined various communities.

Studies of child labor point to one paradox. Traditionally, the society of the
Hetman State is seen as such, in which the individual was inferior to the col-
lective, and the family totally dominated its individual members. However, the
maturation of many (if not most) adolescents for some time occurred outside of
their own family, child mobility, escape, frequent change of hosts and occupations
indicate a certain corridor of independence. For a part of the children, this did not
mean complete absence of parental control, but for many, say orphans, the collec-
tive dominance manifested through the individual care of relatives or employers,
the circle which the child could change, clinging to a new estate. It was much
easier for the minor to move around the regiments than to the adult who could be
imprisoned because of the absence of the necessary documents.

With this example, we returned to the first thesis about childhood as a mark-
er of social life expressed at the beginning. So, what can this marker say about
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the society of the Hetman State? In the “western” culture in the second half of the
eighteenth century (firstly in France, USA, and UK), a modern childhood model
is being formed, based on a new vision of the child’s nature, the emergence of mass
education, the production of children’s things, literature for and about children.
These changes were due to economic shifts and the impact of the Enlightenment;
they were implemented through a strong state intervention. In the Hetman State,
we still do not see the elements of the new model. This applies not only to the
general public, but also to the elders, despite the fact that its representatives could
read “Emile”, or sent their children to study at Wroclaw, Kiel or elsewhere. In their
vision, the first years of life remained an obscure illness, which had to jump over
faster and the child should grow older.

Does this show the failure of the relevant modernization government initia-
tives of the Russian Empire? This is difficult to say, because the Petersburg policy
goes far beyond the bounds of this book. Another question is if the initiatives
from above could significantly affect the childhood in the Hetman State. We think
no. Massive worldview changes in the then realities could have been formed pri-
marily through the mediation of the church, and its move to discipline in the
XVIII century never happened. An illustrative example of this in the context of
this book is the failure to attempt to limit the number of godparents in accordance
with Moscow practices. The most successful government initiatives on childhood
should be expected in those areas related to non-family life: medicine, education,
and care for representatives of marginalized groups. These areas, besides educa-
tion, however, remained more in the competence of the traditional society. De-
spite the great educational rhetoric, the Russian Empire touched the childhood in
the Hetman State only with the edge, first of all, with respect to the age of criminal
responsibility and the mitigation of juvenile delinquency. Other, much more im-
portant innovations, such as state orphanages, smallpox vaccination, specialized
medical care for children and childbirth came to these areas already in the nine-
teenth century, besides the effect of their implementation did not appear imme-
diately. Obviously, in the society of the Hetman State, which the Russian empire
tried to normalize in the XVIII century, childhood and family life were the areas
that experienced the slightest change. When, how and why such changes occurred
should be found in other studies.
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
