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EFFECTS OF EU’S NORM PROMOTION ON CHANGES IN CULTURAL VALUES
OF NON-MEMBER STATES: CASE OF UKRAINE

In recent decade Ukraine, has sought to move toward closer relationship with the EU. It is
accepted that the begging of the recent Russia-Ukraine conflict originated when former president
Yanukovych refused to sign a long awaited Associational Agreement with the EU on November
21, 2013. That decision let to the popular protests in Kyiv’s Independence Square, called Euro-
maidan. The brutal police tactics against the peaceful protesters increased the polar disapproval
of the government. The unresponsiveness and cynicism of the administration let to the so-called
Revolution of Dignity, which deposed Yanukovych and ushered Russia-Ukraine conflict. Since
the presidential election in May of 2014 Ukraine has signed the Association Agreement and re-
ceived a visa free travel program with Europe. A number of domestic reforms aimed at bringing
Ukraine closer to EU also followed in the last three years.

The soft power of the EU has been recognized as one of the greatest assets of EU foreign po-
licy. Though treaties of association and trade agreements EU has been shown to influence the insti-
tutional and policy changes in non-member states. Yet, we know relatively little about the power of
EU to influence the attitudes and values of individual citizens. This paper seeks to contribute to the
study of EU soft power in non-member states by exploring the attitudes toward gay rights in Ukraine.

The change in domestic attitudes is usually attributed to the work of domestic activists
and institutions. However, international organizations interested in facilitating change have been
keen on promoting and funding such activities. The influence of the supranational policies of the
European Union on the domestic policies and attitudes in the member states is well documented
(Goetz & Hix, 2001; Olson, 2002; Schimmelfennig, 2003; Schimmelfennig, Engert, & Knobel,
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2006; Schimmelfennig & Sedelmeier, 2005). Moreover, recent studies have suggested that EU
has ventured into a new filed of highly contested moral issues, such issues as rights of ethnic and
sexual minorities, immigration policies, etc. (Leconte, 2008).

Gay rights are a particularly contested moral issue and even in the old “EU-15" where the
experience with the European institutions has been longest the EU’s promotion of gay rights has
not been fully accepted. Recent research shows that accession process created a perception of EU
forcefully imposing the liberal values, which created a backlash against the EU and LGBT com-
munity in new post-communist member states (O’Dwyer, 2012). For non-member states like Uk-
raine, where the linkages with EU are still thin, the EU influence remains ever more questionable.
This paper utilizes an elite cuing theory (Zaller 1992) and focuses on the direct role EU might
have on such domestic attitude change.

We employ a survey experiment in order to compare the ability of EU vs domestic politics
activists to influence pro-gay rights through media priming in Ukraine. The two survey experi-
ments were conducted in spring of 2013 and summer of 2017. The fundamental question the paper
seeks to answer is Does it matter where the message is coming from? Are supranational or national
actors more effective in introducing change on the contested and morally charged issues like the
gay rights among the citizens of non-EU member states? The answer to this question is particularly
important for the future of Ukraine.
