of the right to 24 appeals. To date, two such proposals have become laws. In
Ukraine, as well as in Estonia, the institute of the people’s legislative initiative
at the constitutional level is unenforceable, however, unlike Estonia, despite
the fact that the subject of the Ukrainian e-petition can be almost any issue
directly unenforceable by law, and therefore hypothetically, the Verkhovna
Rada, even in this case, will consider the violatedthe issue as a bill only if it is
introduced based on the results of consideration of the petition by one of the
subjects of the legislative initiative: the President, the Cabinet of Ministers or
the People’s Deputy. As well as the accompanying aspects of the procedure for
submitting, collecting signatures and considering the Ukrainian electronic
petition, they do not testify in favor of the possibility of its use as a national
legislative initiative.

Summing up all of the above, given the shortage of instruments of direct
democracy in Ukraine and the course of state foreign policy on European
integration, the criterion for the success of which is, in particular, the effective
development of democracy institutions, Ukraine should pay attention to
Estonia’s experience in this matter. After all, this country in a short period of
time, without resorting to complex procedures of constitutional changes, found
an effective way to solve the problem of the people realizing its sovereign right
to legislative initiative.
