Ethical principles of the higher education
process organization and scientific support
are now enshrined in regulations. It indicates
increased attention to the need to establish a
kind of ‘rules of the game,” which would
become fundamental for lecturers, scientists,
students, future professionals, indicating
mutual responsibility for the acquired
competence quality. Therefore, the need to
ensure the academic integrity of the
educational  process  participants s
understood by all its subjects, but for the
successful implementation of this goal, it is
necessary to develop a detailed system,
taking into account various factors
influencing this direction of higher education
institutions activity.

In accordance with the provisions of
Article 42 of the Law of Ukraine ‘On
Education’, it is stated that ‘academic
integrity is a set of ethical principles and
statutory rules that should guide educational
process participants in the process of
training, teaching and conducting scientific
(creative) activities to ensure confidence in
learning  outcomes and/or  scientific
(creative) achievements.’ It is stated by the
norm of higher legal force that compliance
with academic integrity is ‘references to
information sources in the case of using
ideas, developments, statements,
information; compliance with the legislation
on copyright and related rights; providing
reliable information about research methods
and results, sources of information used and
own pedagogical (scientific-pedagogical,
creative) activity; control over the
compliance with academic integrity by
students; objective assessment of learning

In the structure of this article of the Law
of Ukraine ‘On Education’ and the
amendments to the Law of Ukraine ‘On
Higher Education,’ there are such structural
elements as compliance with academic
integrity by students, violation of academic
integrity, grounds for bringing to academic
responsibility. These norms should be
reflected in local legal acts, namely codes,
regulations. One of the examples is the
‘Code of Poltava V. G. Korolenko National
Pedagogical University Academic
Integrity,” which details the types of
academic integrity violations and specific
sanctions that may be applied to its
violators. Types of such violations for both
lecturers and students of higher education
institutions are the following:

— lack of reference to information sources
in the case of using other people’s ideas,
developments, statements, information;

— academic plagiarism — publication
(partially or completely) of scientific
(creative) results obtained by other persons as
the results of own research (creativity) and/or
reproduction of published texts (published
works of art) by other authors without
authorship indication;

— self-plagiarism — publication (in part or in
full) of their own previously published
scientific results as new scientific results;

— fabrication — the fabrication of data or
facts used in the educational process or
research;

— falsification — a deliberate change or
modification of existing data relating to the
educational process or research;

— cheating — performing written work with
the involvement of external sources of
information, in addition to those permitted for
use, in particular, when evaluating learning
outcomes;

— deception — providing knowingly false
information about their own educational
(scientific, creative) activities or organization
of the educational process; forms of deception
are, in particular, academic plagiarism, self-
plagiarism, fabrication, falsification, and
cheating;

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— bribery — the provision (receipt) by the
educational process participant or a proposal
to provide (receive) funds, property,
services, benefits, or any other benefits of a
tangible or intangible nature in order to
obtain an illegal advantage in the
educational process;

— biased assessment — deliberate
overestimation or underestimation of the
students’ learning outcomes (Code of
Poltava V. G. Korolenko  National
Pedagogical University Academic Integrity,
2017).

A higher education institution must have
a system of academic integrity, which
stipulates that future highly qualified
specialists must be acquainted with the
content of acts of higher legal force.
Therefore, the components of such a
system can be the following: the legal
framework, structural units documents
that implement the system of academic
integrity, tools for implementation, and
control over the observance of academic
integrity by participants in the educational
process. The tools of such implementation
should include general and legal culture of
academic integrity, legal education, legal
education activities to promote the rules of
academic integrity, and informational and
explanatory = work  (individual and
collective counseling). The means of
control include the application of
programs to establish the uniqueness of
texts and identify probable academic
integrity violations (in PNPU — Unicheck),

application of sanctions in cases of
academic integrity violation, signing
declarations of compliance with the

principles of academic integrity, etc. To
achieve this goal of compliance with
academic integrity, it is necessary to
establish an appropriate system, consistent
with the provisions of the
Recommendations of the National Agency
of Higher Education Quality Assurance for

29.10.2019 for the development and
implementation of academic integrity

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the Code, for example, is carried out
through:

— recognition of its principles by the
entire university community and their strict
implementation;

— propaganda, dissemination, and support
of the declared principles by own example of
each member of the community;

— recognition of personal responsibility by
a head, employees, and a representative of
student government for the Code violation
(including by outside visitors) in the premises
for which they are responsible or during the
events;

— active and proactive participation of
participants in the educational process at the
level of opportunities and competencies in
solving the tasks facing the University;

— support and replication of positive
examples and active use of opportunities for
visual agitation in buildings, dormitories, and
the department's premises (the stands
illustrating the success of the department, the
lecturers, staff, and applicants; publications in
the university newspaper; posting information
materials on the university website, etc.).

Therefore, for a high level of academic
integrity, each higher education institution
that trains highly qualified specialists must
have a reasonable, logical, appropriate, and
adapted to specific conditions system of
academic  integrity, the  appropriate
mechanism for its implementation and
control, supplemented by legal education
measures, and legal education work. We offer
a discussion of such systems and practical
aspects of the implementation of the academic
integrity requirements by the researchers in
vocational ~ education  with  relevant
qualifications.
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
