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CODES OF COLONIAL MEMORY AND DISCRIMINATION
IN THE POETICS OF NATASHA TRETHEWEY

Summary. In the world of multicultural creativity, Natasha Tretpevey becomes the voice of a minority once
pushed to the backyard of public life. Reading her works, you find that it was a minority only because of limited
access to a television camera or a printed line. Instead, racial, national, gender, and social barriers are grad-
ually falling and changing artists’ orientations. Poet-laureate of the USA Natasha Trethewey is traditionally
considered to be a master of elegiac poetry. The main plot of almost all of her books is the unresolved problem of
losing her mother. However, the range of poetic forms and means of lyrical expression is quite wide. These are
slender sonnets, and free verses, and elegant villanels, and expansive ballads. Her collections are essentially
reminiscent of a verbal monument to the continent’s ethnic minorities: mixed-race slaves of colonial Mexico,
African-American Civil War soldiers, New Orleans Quaternary prostitutes of the early twentieth century, and
black twentieth-century domestic servants. The choice of themes of her lyrical paintings was influenced by
the milestones of her personal development. From childhood she became a stranger among her own and her
own among strangers — a child of a mixed race. Her white father and black mother could not legally marry in
Mississippi, and the girl was constantly living with a sense of psychological exile. In addition to the issue of
personal memories, critics draw attention to the strength of the poet's voice in shaping the space of national
and ethnic memory in the United States. It is nothing more than constructing a new cultural memory for Amer-
ica. A prominent place in it is occupied by the active black part of the population. It becomes the foundation of
everyday harmony. In Trethewey’s poetry it is easy to get lost at the crossroads of analogies. Often, personal
memory after a few lines in a new stanza is already understood as national memory. The construct of memo-
ry in Natasha Trethewey’s poetry collections inevitably introduces the reader to her history of growing up in
the southern United States. In terms of ethnic memory, the concept of pain is once again relevant. The poet
reinforces it, appealing to the description of body parts. The average person cannot easily change their body;
change the color of your skin, which means you cannot go beyond the social group as easily as she would like.
