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Ukraine gained its Independence in 1991. Since then, two separate subjects have been
introduced in Ukrainian schools — Ukrainian Literature and World Literature.

In modern Ukraine, there are three stages of secondary education — elementary school (1-4
grades, age 6-10), secondary school (5-9 grades, age 11-15), high school (10-11 grades, age 16-17
(18)).

Ukraine is a nation that reads a lot and cares about encouraging young people to read. After
all, fiction is an important source not only of knowledge about the world, but also of moral education,
values, emotions, love of beauty, and humanity. That is why Ukrainian children study literature in
depth throughout their schooling.
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In elementary school (up to grade 5, from ages 6 to 10), students study the subject of Literary
Reading, which is their first experience with books.

At the secondary school stage (from 5th to 9th grades, 11-15 years old) pupils study two
subjects (Ukrainian Literature and World Literature). Similarly, at the high school stage (10-11 grades,
16-17 (18) years old) pupils study two subjects. However, profile education has two levels —academic
and profile (advanced). Therefore, if a pupil has chosen a humanitarian profile, there will be more
lessons for studying literature and different languages.

The Ukrainian Literature program includes folklore, classical literature and modern literature.
Ukrainian literature fulfills a very important role — the formation of the Ukrainian nation, civic
responsibility, raising schoolchildren to respect and love national traditions.

The World Literature program includes the best works of different countries and peoples —
folklore, mythology, classical and modern literature. The subject “World Literature” in Ukrainian
schools covers masterpieces created at different times and on different continents by the best writers
of the world. Within the framework of this subject, more than 130 works from more than 70 countries,
including Japan, are studied. Our pupils read Japanese fairy tales “Momotaro” and “Issun-boshi” in
the Sth grade, haiku by Matsuo Basho in the 6th grade, Akutagawa Ryunosuke’s short story “The
Spider’s Thread” in the 7th grade, and Yasunari Kawabata’s story “A Thousand Cranes” in the 11th
grade.

Ukraine is currently undergoing a reform of secondary education. This reform is called “New
Ukrainian School”. The reason for the reform was Ukraine’s course towards the European Union. In
2014, Ukraine officially announced this course, and since 2022 Ukraine has become a candidate
country for membership in the European Union.

In 2018, the Council of Europe prepared general recommendations in the field of education,
which guide all EU countries. Ukraine has also adopted these recommendations as a guide to action.
That is why we are currently reforming secondary education.

The main objective of this reform is to build key competences in the process of studying
different disciplines.

Competences are defined as a combination of knowledge, skills and attitudes. According to
“COUNCIL RECOMMENDATION” of 22 May 2018 there are eight key competences for lifelong
learning.

e Literacy competence,

e Multilingual competence,

e Mathematical competence and competence in science, technology and engineering,
e Digital competence,

e Personal, social and learning to learn competence,

¢ Citizenship competence,

e Entrepreneurship competence,

e Cultural awareness and expression competence.

Education reform in Ukraine is aimed not only at the formation of key competences, but also
at expanding the individual trajectory of students and increasing the academic freedom of teachers.

In this regard, schools (with the participation of children and parents) can choose which
subjects to study, how many hours to plan for them, and what profile the school has. Teachers are also
free to choose programs and textbooks.

Another aspect of the reform is the introduction of integrated courses alongside individual
disciplines. For example, we have two separate subjects — Ukrainian and World Literature, but there
is an integrated course of literatures. There are also integrated courses of history, math, science, etc.
The Ministry believes that reducing the number of subjects will improve the quality of education.
However, this is a highly debated issue.

In most schools in Ukraine, education is conducted in the Ukrainian language. But there are
also schools for national minorities in our country, where teaching is conducted not only in Ukrainian,
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but also in the languages of national minorities (e.g. Hungarian, Polish, Crimean Tatar, Bulgarian,
Romanian, etc.).

My colleagues and I are authors of programs and textbooks on World Literature for grades 5-
11. For more than 20 years, we have been creating textbooks and manuals for schoolchildren on
foreign literature. In 2022-2023, we created a new generation of textbooks on World Literature. They
contain not only fictional texts and commentaries.

For these textbooks, we have created special digital resources — online platforms, which
present audio, video, presentations, express lessons, literary games, tasks to test students’ knowledge
and skills. Unfortunately, these books are wartime books. They had to be printed and delivered to
schools under shelling, with great risks and difficulties. But still these books have reached our
children. And they learn from them with great pleasure.

Our textbooks on World Literature became winners of the national textbook competition. The
circulation of each of them is more than 330 thousand. We are happy that World Literature is so
popular in Ukraine. It is World Literature that has the largest print run among all other subjects. And
this is the result of free choice of teachers.

This year we prepared not one, but two textbooks for the 7th grade. One is for World Literature
and the second one is for an integrated course of literature (Ukrainian and World). The fact is that due
to the war many teachers and children lost their schools, they are forced to move to other territories
and study and work in other educational institutions. Therefore, in wartime conditions it is necessary
for teachers to have a choice — to teach separate subjects or integrated courses. So we decided to help
teachers.

Ukraine is a democratic country. Its education system is also democratic. Therefore, we have
a great variety of curricula and textbooks. The specificity of secondary education in Ukraine is that
schools (first of all, teachers) now have the right to choose which programs to work with and which
textbooks to teach with. Previously, there was no such right to choose. There were unified state
programs. But now we have national competitions of programs and textbooks every year. Every year
schools make their choice of programs and textbooks, approve it at meetings of the Pedagogical
Council and send it to the Ministry of Education and Science. No one has the right to tell teachers
what programs and textbooks to choose. Even the principal does not have the right to dictate. This is
a free right of teachers. Therefore, whatever textbooks teachers choose, such textbooks will be printed
for their schools and sent to these schools.

We are pleased to say that our World Literature program for grades 5-9, which is called
“School of Joy”, has been chosen by more than 80% of schools. And our textbooks are used in the
majority of schools in Ukraine.

In 2023, we have prepared a new program for an integrated course of literature (Ukrainian
and World). It is called “Chervona Ruta” (“Red Rue”). Why “Red Rue”? It is believed that this red
flower blooms only on one night — on the holiday of Ivan Kupala on July 6. It’s a magic flower.
Everyone is looking for this flower. Whoever finds it will be happy and will find their love. Red rue
is not only a symbol of love and happiness, but also a symbol of Ukraine itself, its mystical power to
revive despite all the trials. That is why we named our new program, where Ukrainian and World
Literature are studied together, after this flower.

Literature in Ukrainian schools of the war and post-war period should not only provide
knowledge, but also contribute to the mental recovery of Ukrainian children, as well as to the
preservation of the Ukrainian nation.
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
