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a consulting office, developing a full range of registration services
provided for children with disabilities and their families.

Therefore, the key project goals are:

« firstly, establishing the Centre of Social Support to Fami-
lies with Disabled Children.

e secondly, conducting a campaign of civil presentation of a
range of innovative services for disabled children and their parents.

We are sure that an information bank for parents and pro-
fessionals is able to provide appropriate counteraction to the
crisis caused by the imperfection of public services for the dis-
abled children as well as to develop a joint strategy for prevent-
ing corruption amongst medical staff and social workers.

Thus, “The Centre of Social Support for Families with
Handicapped Children” project will create adequate conditions
for effective socialization of the disabled children and their
families. Project practice is a kind of social respond in an inno-
vative and creative way of providing a level of service that
meets needs as effectively and efficiently as possible in the light

of challenges both now and in the future.

LIDERSHIP IN AESTHETIC EDUCATION

Dynamics and variability of social and cultural environ-
ment mirror new challenges for further education, forms and
methods of school education, the optimal conditions for the de-
velopment of the creative personality and his (her) adaptation to
modern life [1]. For that reason leadership in aesthetic education
is considered to be a topical research problem.

Poltava regional center of aesthetic education of students
of the Poltava Regional Council carries out an effective work.
