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and understanding of this enable use of essay writing as an effective
exercise in communication.

Summing up the gathered information, we came to the conclu-
sion, that essays are not just exercises in research; they are also exer-
cises in communication. Essays give a student a chance to show what
he can do: that he understands the question asked; that he understands
the issues involved; and that he has done the appropriate amount of
reading. Essays also allow a person to demonstrate his analytical
thinking and force a deep and powerful type of learning to take place.
For these reasons, they are considered to be a common form of as-
sessment at university. This form of assessment is frequently used for
session assignments and exams.
