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East, albeit with pronounced western influences. What they could not

agree upon, however, was whether Rusyns were a branch of the

Russian nationality, or of the Ukrainian nationality, or whether they

formed a distinct fourth East Slavic Rusyn nationality.

In a sense, the year 1939 marked an end to the natural evolution
of discussions about Rusyn nationality. This is because in that year
and for half a century, the nationality debate was effectively stifled by
state intervention. [1, p. 224] This happened first under fascist regimes
in Hungary (which reannexed Subcarpathian Rus’), in Slovakia
(which retained the Presov Region), and the German-ruled General-
gouvernement (which ruled the Lemko Region); and then as a result
of Soviet rule after 1945, whether directly in Subcarpathian Rus
(renamed Transcarpathian Ukraine) or through pro-Soviet Communist
governments in Poland and Czechoslovakia.

The thing we can be certain of however is that after forty years
of Communist rule, Rusyns have not gone away. Today, there are
Rusyn organizations, Rusyn publications, and a relatively wide range
of writers, teachers, professionals, and peasants who continue to
articulate in the press and public manifestation of their belonging to a
distinct Rusyn people [2, p. 107].

TO THE NOTION OF SPIRITUALITY

The problem of spirituality development of society and individ-

ual is a topical one for modern science. Definitely, social progress is
impossible without decision of this problem. In the process of the evolu-
tional development humanity accumulated plenty of values (both spiri-
tual and material), attained considerable success in science development
and knowledge perfection. In addition, the humanity itself has trans-
formed as the people has become more educated. Because of their
knowledge and experience, they can influence outward environment,
makeing it perfect. Because of historical, evolutional changes, greater
integration of personality into civilization, the person’s spiritual world
changes [2]. The one becomes more moral. However, next to large
achievements in development of society and individual, its erudition
and moral qualities, the problems directly related to disparity of finan-
cial achievements of humanity and the approaches of reaching them get
more and more appreciable. Empirically, the high level of education
does not guarantee the life-long guidence within moral and spiritual
concepts. Therefore, modern society meets such a problem as inspiritu-
ality. Presumably, nobody has doubts, that without a spiritual revival,
returning of spirituality to human souls, there is no possibility to revive
our society, to make it correspond to the civilized existence norms, to
provide legislative and real guarantees of individual rights and freedoms
that are priority in the civilized world. An increase of interest to the
question of personal spiritual growth in modern science is not a casual
process. Scientists appeal to the problem of individual spirituality, form-
ing of personal civil consciousness and sense of patriotism. Decision of
this problem can be possible only under clear determination of spiritual-
ity concept, and determination of indicators, which may become the
basis of conclusions about the level of development individual spiritual.
Philosophers, sociologists, culturologists, teachers and psycholo-
