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Summary

The article illustrates the evolution of the types of education oriented leisure of
educators in Pedagogical Institute of USSR during the period of de-Stalinization
(1953-1964). Application of content analysis method of educational media allowed
illustrating the core of the leisure. It also helped to give general characteristics of
leisure according to modern approaches in the theory and history of leasure.

Specificity of Pedagogical Institute as an educational institution makes education
oriented entertainment rather arbitrary. In addition, other examples of leisure of the
future teachers for the most part also contained training component. We have
repeatedly emphasized the educational element in an interactive and cultural leisure of
youth. However, among those who by the nature of the profession had to bear the
knowledge of the masses remained demand for new intellectual treasures that lay far
below the future profession. The earliest mention of clear educational entertainment for
promoting ideological horizon of educators in “Soviet Education” are dating October,
1956. They were dedicated to the opening of music and art lectures in the walls of
Nizhyn Pedagogical Institute. Previously we had similar examples, but they were
organized by students and teachers of the college to the wide public, to factory
workers, teachers etc. Now we are speaking about those specifically for future
teachers. They were formed as a branch of the Kiev Philharmonic lectures and
lecturers of the Russian Museum of Kyiv.

And the most significant examples of educational oriented entertainment,
undoubtedly belonged to students’ participation in Scientific societies. Of course, in
many cases, they were nominal. Participating of students was often limited to only
their presence on the pages of reports. However, those examples that reached the
pages of «Soviet education» were a sign of the effectiveness and survivability of this
type of entertainment. As one of the first, the readers were presented the news about
scientific duty of students of Vinnytsia Pedagogical Institute. They were receiving
signals from the world’s first artificial satellite launched by the Soviet Union in
October, 1957.



In fact, a significant number of examples of student participation in academic
circles had an overt ideological flavor. Under such conditions they were only a
fraction of a large convention could claim to be a leisure event. For example, in June,
1959 in a newly created Stdetn Sscientific Societyin Lutsk Pedagogical Institute, the
first reported ever conference was devoted to the 20th anniversary of the
reunification of Western Ukrainian SSR. By the way, as well as students’ comference
In Zaporozhye Pedagogical Institute that same year was dedicated to the 40th
anniversary of the Komsomol. An association of young inquisitive people In
Slovyansk Pedagogical Institute had special holiday evenings with educational
multimedia lectures 2-3 times a month and they also and established “Verbal Journal”
covering the novelty of science and technology. Remarkably, the students organized
an informative Saturday evenings, during which conducted the mathematical,
physical and literary quizes.

In our previous research on the history of the free days of de-Stalinization
students, we have addressed to the characteristics of such its form as faculties of
Civil Professions. However, in previous studies, they appeared mostly in the category
of interactive entertainment for students participating in them as teachers. Yere we’ll
mention the ones that were set up exclusively for young people themselves. An
example is the faculty of social professions in Uman Pedagogical Institute. In 1961,
curious students had the opportunity to visit the department of correspondents, of
event-managers, the basics of music and painting lecturers, departments of judges and
sports instructors. Along with such forms of educational oriented entertainment was
the organization and work of theatrical groups at the sub-department of Education of
Nizhyn institute. The product of the group was a creative stage work, but the purpose
of its creation was extremely educational. Teachers were motivated by the fact that
students were not able to conduct the lesson, although the level of knowledge was
high. A similar group, called on the youth to develop skills of communication, and
acting was created at the Department of Kryvyy Rih Pedagogical Institute.
