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Summary

The article illustrates the evolution of the type of interactive leisure of educators
in Pedagogical Institute of USSR during the period of de-Stalinization (1953-1964).
Application of content analysis method of educational media allowed illustrating the
core of the leisure. It also helped to give general characteristics of leisure according
to modern approaches in the theory and history of leasure.

Educators of Higher Pedagogical School due to the nature of their own
profession never had problems with fulfilling the leisure sphere of everyday life. We
chose the concept of leisure types by W.Allemann & C. Carmel during research. We
looked at how interactive entertainment of educators was covered in core issue of the
days of “thaw” — the newspaper “Soviet education”.

Interactivity provides activities, the center of which is the interaction with other
closed social and professional groups mostly for exchange of experience and
knowledge. The closest type of interactive entertainment in the terms of their
professional activity were the meetings with teachers of the regions. These activities
were the easiest to organize and apparently occurred frequently. However, the press
of the “thaw” period gives only 2 notes of such meetings.

The thickest layer of examples of interactive entertainment advertised in the
Periodicals was close to the professional activities of students in Pedagogical
institutions. The most prominent among them are multimedia lectures for students of
pedagogical colleges and the local community. Except obviously propaganda lectures
that had to convince educators in significance achievements of the Soviet economy,
there also were culture centric meeting. Polytechnic education in Higher Pedagogical
School was also useful. For example, students in Drohobych skillfully used the
practice of lecturing in cinema laboratories. During one academic year they showed
movie for 380 times for students of city schools.

Among other types of interactive entertainment we can highlight educators’
participation in parent universities organized by them. Their work involved above all

“pedagogical university” in pedagogical institutes.



Independent place belongs to the interaction of students and teachers with other
groups, institutions of cities and regions. They were closely intertwined with
everyday educational affairs of future teachers. They organized refresher courses for

working youth, conducted individual consultations etc.
