CANADIAN PEDAGOGUES’ STUDIES OF DEMOCRATIC CITIZENSHIP
ESSENCE: FROM AWARENESS TO ACTIVE CONTRIBUTION

In the background of world integration processes, European choice and development
of the state system in Ukraine, realization of democratic principles of civil society in the
educational practice of general and higher school in the conditions of Ukrainian society
renovation and presentation of public activity acquires dipper consideration.

In the outlined context, it is decided to carry out the comparative pedagogical analysis
of citizenship education theory in Canada with the purpose of establishment the leading
conceptual approaches to its realization as means of democratic state development.

In research, the comparative pedagogical analysis of approaches to citizenship education
in Canada is carried out. Contradictions and debatable aspects of present conceptions of
democratic citizenship are exposed, progress of the most important pedagogical theory
trends in this sphere of education are set.

Present citizenship conceptions vary by degree of citizens’ participation in the state
activities, and by terms necessary for providing this contribution. The supporters of elite
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conceptions are penetrated by citizens’ possibilities to understand and adequately solve the
questions of publiclife. For that reason, they consider politics as area of professional “experts”,
abandoning to ordinary citizens only possibility to elect these specialists in a constitutional
way. Opponents decline this view of citizenship and insist on wide social partaking in political
processes, mentioning that concrete citizens are the best defenders of their own interests,
and self-participation provides the deeper understanding of common concerns.

The conducted research allowed drawing conclusion, that preparation of a citizen
in the widest understanding is one of the leading tasks of the modern system of public
education in Canada. Inconsistencies of approaches to citizenship education and debates on
existent conceptions of democratic citizenship are predefined by (1) internal complication,
(2) normative character and (3) absence of unity in interpretation of terminology. Present
conceptions are differentiated, primarily, by degree of citizen participation in public life, and
are grouped in elite, populist and transitional varieties. At the same time, the main tendency
of pedagogical researches of essence of democratic citizenship in Canada can be categorised
as transition from declaration of simple awareness of citizens about their own rights and
duties and partiality for the ideals of democracy to stimulation of the initiative contributing
in community and society life.
