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PROBLEM OF DRINKING WATER AND DRINKING WATER SUPPLY
IN THE UKRAINIAN ENVIRONMENTAL LEGISLATION

The effective Law of Drinking Water and Drinking Water Supply
determines legal, economic, and organizational principles of functioning
drinking water supply system, which aims at the assured provision of
population with high-quality and safe for human health drinking water.

The Law applies to:

e business entities, that produce drinking water, provide cities, other
settlements, separately located objects with drinking water by the centra-
lized drinking water supply or by means of points of drinking water bot-
tling (including movable ones), application of installations (devices),
other facilities of decentralized water supply;

e bodies of executive power and bodies of local self-government,
that carry out regulation, supervision and control over the quality of
drinking water, state of sources and drinking water systems;

e consumers of drinking water.

The subjects of relations in the field of drinking water and drinking
water supply are:

e bodies of executive power, which manage the drinking water
supply objects;

« bodies of local self-government, which manage the drinking water
supply objects;

e enterprises of drinking water supply;

e consumers of drinking water.

The objects of legal regulation in the field of drinking water and
drinking water supply are the public relations on the issues of:
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
