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TATIANA’S DAY: ORIGIN AND SPIRIT

Tatyana’s Day, also known as Students’ Day, is commemorated in
our country every year on 25 January. The day is one of festivities and
pleasant memories. This has been the case for more than 250 years,
making it a very old and enjoyable tradition.

The custom to celebrate St. Tatiana’s Day dates back to Empress
Elizabeth (Yelizaveta Petrovna, daughter of Peter I) who, on January 12,
1755 (January 25 New Style), signed the Edict establishing Moscow
University, which coincided with the day to remember “Saint Martyr
Tatiana the Virgin”.

St. Tatiana’s Day was first marked in the year of 235 — in honour of
great martyr Tatiana who had been severely persecuted for her faith in
Christ. It is quite possible that at the very start students used to regard
this day as the time to remember St. Tatiana. With the passage of time,
however, the merry-making, which is characteristic of young people,
prevailed and the mourning for the Christian martyr turned into a cheer-
ful celebration. All the students cherish her and sometimes pray her to
assist them before challenging examinations.

It was the noisiest day of the year in big cities. Students gathered into
large groups and walked all together along the streets singing students’
songs and drinking bear. They were drunk with the feeling of incredible
freedom, because even police had not been recommended to arrest stu-
dents on that day. In some regards it was something like: Woodstock for
rock-and-roll fans back in 60’s. Not only students but also professors con-
sidered Tatiana’s day to be their professional holiday and they themselves
somehow became old students and acted accordingly.

In the Soviet period of Ukrainian history Tatiana’s day was forbid-
den, but in 1993 it was revived and presently it is the great event for all
students and professors again [3].

Today Tatyana’s Day in Ukraine is one of celebration and
memories. If a girl’s name is Tatiana (Tatyana, Tanya) or if she is a stu-
dent or a teacher it would be a really shame to neglect this event [1]. A
woman named Tatiana is considered to be very emotional and artistic, as
well as very charming. At the same time Tatiana can be stubborn and
commanding, she hates being contradicted.

On this day students from around the country remember their best,
brightest and most carefree years. Former classmates get nostalgic as
they drink and eat together and often Deans and Principles join in on the
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fun. Though originally Tatyana’s Day is mainly a Russian holiday, many
Ukrainian students in have embraced the day as their own, celebrating
the fire of creativity and the thirst for knowledge. It is a very special day
for all involved and if you are visiting the country you will no doubt find
it easy to notice the gaiety of the event [2].
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THE SELF-ESTEEM OF A PERSONALITY IN A SELF-REGULATION
SYSTEM

The main aim of this paper is to analyze the literature about self-
esteem by soviet and foreign psychologists. According to this aim the
following tasks are set:

1) to show the main approaches to this problem;

2) to describe the component of self-consciousness in which self-
esteem is included;

3) to analyze some definitions of self-esteem and to clear up their
differences;

4) to show the importance of self-esteem in a self-regulation system
and to define its functions.

A study of a personality self-esteem is one of the leading trends in
foreign and soviet psychology. Traditionally self-esteem is regarded as a
central formation of a personality. Usually it is studied in connection
with self-consciousness side by side with such components as self-
conception, self-attitude, and self-acceptance. In different approaches
self-esteem is defined in different ways depending on what component
of self-consciousness it is included in.

In foreign psychology self-esteem is regarded as an emotional and
valuable structure. Self-esteem is defined as a form of reflection of attitude
to ourselves; a personal estimation of our own value. In foreign psycholog-
ical literature the term “self-esteem” has a lot of synonyms: “self-love”,
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
