Psychological and pedagogical
aspects of violence in children's environment. Established, the study of the
problem of violence among children is very important. Children are mostly not
protected most vulnerable and almost completely dependent on the adults part of
society. Violence causes the child serious injuries, which have devastating
consequences for future physical and mental health. For companies this is
dangerous because children who were victims or witnesses of violence, carry that
negative experience to their own lives.

There was discovered a senior's attitude towards the different
demonstrations of violence. Results of empirical research showed us, that most of
the pupils: understand the violence as physical and psychical actions, directed
against personality; face street violence; get psychical insults from their parents as
the way of punishment; sometimes have been humiliated, scoffed and hit by their
peers, did not apply violence to their classmates or others; feel hurt and anger,

when somebody humiliates, insults, hits or screams at them.



There were offered some recommendations for teachers (leaders of the class)
and parents. Adults need to adjust not only the behavior of the children, but also to
monitor their behavior, because they are more often, is a role model for children. It
i1s worthwhile to discuss the problem of violence, it will lead to the formation of
similar concepts and ideas concerning the topics covered in both adults and
children. Need to monitor the cases of violence among children, to identify
children aggressors, to organize systematic work with them specialists.

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Established, the study of the problem of violence among children is very
important. Children are mostly not protected most vulnerable and almost
completely dependent on the adults part of society. Violence causes the child
serious injuries, which have devastating consequences for future physical and
mental health. For companies this is dangerous because children who were victims
or witnesses of violence, carry that negative experience to their own lives.

The article is devoted to the problem of violence among children. Disclosed
psychological basis of the concept of «violence.

Analysis of scientific literature conducted by the authors, has allowed to
establish that the problem of violence against children is very important and
requires consideration, because children are not protected, most vulnerable and
almost completely dependent on the adults part of society. Violence causes the
child serious injuries, which have devastating consequences for future physical and
mental health. For society this is dangerous because children who were victims or
witnesses of violence, carry that negative experience to their own lives.

The urgency of the problem, its insufficient theoretical and practical
development have influenced the choice of objectives of the study - to investigate
had pupils experience with violence in the family, the school, on the street and
determine their attitude towards different manifestations of violence.

The article presents the results of empirical research of violence among
children. Installed, the vast majority of pupils claim that violence is physical and
psychological actions directed against persons; "having violence on the street";
often parents used the moral means of punishment; sometimes suffered

humiliation, bullying or beating peers; I do not personally commit violence against



their classmates, acquaintances; when they shout, demean, name-calling and Bute
there is a feeling of resentment, of anger.

Adults need to adjust not only the behavior of the children, but also to
monitor their behavior, because they are more often, is a role model for children. It
1s worthwhile to discuss the problem of violence, it will lead to the formation of
similar concepts and ideas concerning the topics covered in both adults and
children. Need to monitor the cases of violence among children, to identify
children aggressors, to organize systematic work with them specialists. There were
offered some recommendations for teachers (leaders of the class) and parents.

There was made a conclusion, that psychical demonstration of violence
among teenagers, in the area of gender mainstreaming, demands it's learning in

detail.
